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Resignificar los sentidos de la educacion

rgentina celebra en estos dias los 100

anos de la Reforma Universitaria, una

revolucién coordinada por la lucha es-
tudiantil que se constituy6 en una reivindica-
ci6én académica —tanto en el terreno de la cien-
cia como de las ideas pedagdgicas- y dio lugar
a una profunda renovacion latinoamericana.

En el inicio del siglo XX estudiantes de
la universidad de Cérdoba alzaron sus voces
contra una organizacion institucional jerarqui-
ca clerical, conservadora y arbitraria. Portaban
un mandato de cambios hacia una educacién
democratica asi como de un compromiso irre-
nunciable con la sociedad de la que formaban
parte. La lucha logré sumar a estudiantes uni-
versitarios del resto del pais y de la Federacién
Obrera de Cérdoba, alianza que los mantuvo
vinculados en distintos momentos del siglo.

El 21 de junio de 1918 se dio a conocer el
Manifiesto Liminar que sintetizaba la urgen-
cia de una universidad publica, gratita, laica,
cogobernada, con concursos publicos, perio-
dicidad en el ejercicio de docencia, auténoma,
comprometida con la nacién. En los afios si-
guientes los principios fueron sostenidos por
los estudiantes de Chile, Perd, Cuba, México,
Paraguay y Brasil. Ese manifiesto expresa un
“nosotros” que disputa un poder simbdlico a
favor de la rebeldia de los estudiantes en esta
“hora americana” donde “la juventud ya no
pide, exige”

Hoy otro manifiesto vuelve a convocarnos
por la educacién, la libertad, la investigacién
educativa, el contexto socio politico en el que
estamos involucrados Un manifiesto por la
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Educacion publicado en 2010 por Gert Biesta y
Carl Anders Séfstrom y, cuya lectura nos per-
mite reflexionar y manifestar(nos) sobre los
sentidos de la educacion a casi diez afios de su
publicacion.

Para inaugurar el manifiesto, los autores
proponen hablar en nombre de la educacién
reconociendo ataques originados en direccio-
nes populistas e idealistas, pero corriéndose de
esas miradas. Hablar en nombre de la educa-
cidén expresa un interés en la libertad del otro.
En el mismo documento se ubica a la educa-
ci6én en una tension entre “lo que es” y “lo que
no es”. En esta tension irrumpe un presente-
disenso- que produce subjetividad y que re-
quiere considerar a la educacion fundamental-
mente como histérica y abierta a lo nuevo. Esta
tension ayuda plantear interrogantes respecto
a las formas de teorizar a la educacién de ma-
nera educativa.

Se pregunta Griesa “3Un manifiesto por la
Educacién?” y reconoce que al igual que en el
arte o la politica que han dominado en este gé-
nero, ninguno ha logrado cambiar al mundo.
Por ello expresa: “En nuestros tiempos un mani-
fiesto puede realizarse s6lo de manera irénica’,
es decir, para crear una apertura; para hablar en
nombre de la educacion; para discutir desde alli
los ataques teéricos y politicos; para construir
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una teoria de la educaciéon que tome prestado
de otras disciplinas académicas; para pregun-
tarse si tales recursos tedricos pueden capturar
la dimensién educativa de la educacion.

Carl Anders Séfstrom realiza una breve in-
troduccion histérica a fin de proveer un con-
texto a la educacion en Suecia y el sentido fun-
damental que la educacion reside en la base del
estado de bienestar moderno, un estado ‘social
demdcrata. Los ataques de la nueva derecha a
este estado implican ataques a la educacion y
a la investigacion educativa. En relacién a esta
ultima, queda dependiendo de las politicas
publicas de turno y es facilmente reducida a la
aplicacion de ideas provenientes de la politica
o de otras disciplinas (didacticas especificas
sociologia educativa, psicologia educativa, en-
tre otras). Esa no es la educacién que quere-
mos jEs hora de luchar por la educacién!

Este dossier que presentamos hoy es coordi-
nado porlos Doctores Luis Porta (UNMDP-CO-
NICET-GIEEC) y Silvia Grinberg (CONICET-
UNSAM-CEDESI) analizando manifestaciones
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polifénicas de la pedagogia a partir de los once
ejercicios de resistencia a favor de la educaciéon
que se publican. Un esfuerzo singular que pone
en juego una intencionalidad ética y politica y
desde alli habitar un mundo que nos compro-
mete por una vida mejor, mas solidaria, mas
libre, mas respetuosa.

Esto constituye un volumen especial, en
tanto se organiza como un dossier centrado en
las reflexiones generadas a partir del Manifies-
to, lo es también en tanto todos los articulos y
reseflas se publican en espafiol e inglés y con
una mayor cantidad de colaboraciones para
esta temadtica (europeas, latinoamericanas y
argentinas).

Como dicen Gert Biesta y Carl Anders Safs-
trom no hay en el manifiesto una invitacion a
adherir sino a comenzar a hablar en nombre
de la educacién, a multiplicar y no copiar. Un
territorio para reunir fuerzas, aventurar el
pensamiento, revisitar la escuela, lo comun,
la investigacion y desde alli resistir al volver a
pensar los sentidos de la educacion.

Revising the meanings of education

rgentina celebrates these days the 100™

anniversary of the University Reform,

a revolution coordinated by students’
struggle that became an academic demand
-both in the field of science and pedagogical
ideas. Something that and gave place to a pro-
found Latin American renewal.

At the beginning of the 20th century, stu-
dents from the University of Cérdoba raised
their voices against a hierarchical, clerical, con-
servative, arbitrary institutional organization.
They carried a mandate of changes towards a
democratic education as well as an essencial
commitment to the society they were part of.
The struggle was able to add university stu-
dents from the rest of the country, as well as
from the Workers’ Federation of Cérdoba, an
alliance that kept them linked in different mo-
ments of the century.

On June 21, 1918, the Manifesto that syn-
thesized the urgency of a public, free, secular,
co-governed university, with public competi-
tions, periodicity in the exercise of teaching,
autonomous, committed to the nation was
released. In the following years the principles
were supported by students from Chile, Peru,
Cuba, Mexico, Paraguay and Brazil. That man-
ifesto expresses a “We” that disputes a symbolic
power in favor of the rebellion of the students
in this “American hour” when “young people
no longer ask but demand”

Today another manifesto comes back to
join us in favor of education, freedom, educa-
tional research, the socio-political context in
which we are involved A manifesto for Educa-
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tion published in 2010 by Gert Biesta and Carl
Anders Safstrom and, whose reading allows us
to reflect and manifest about the meanings of
education almost ten years after its publica-
tion.

To open this manifesto, they propose to
speak in the name of education, recognizing
attacks originated in populist and idealistic
directions, but moving away from those looks.
Speaking in the name of education expresses
an interest in the freedom of “the others” In
the same document, education is located in a
tension between “what is” and “what is not”. In
this tension, a present-dissent breaks in, pro-
duces subjectivity and requires considering ed-
ucation as fundamentally historical and open
to new things. This tension helps raise ques-
tions about forms to theorize education in an
educational way.

Gert Biesta wonders: “A manifesto for Ed-
ucation?” And he recognizes that just as in the
domain of art and politics that have dominated
in this genre, none of them has managed to
change the world. For that reason he expresses
“In our times a manifesto can only be done
in an ironic way”; that is to say, to create an
opening; to speak in the name of education;
to discuss from that place the theoretical and
political attacks; to build a theory of education
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that borrows from other academic disciplines;
to ask if such theoretical resources can capture
the educational dimension of education.

Carl Anders Séfstrom makes a brief histor-
ical introduction in order to provide a context
for education in Sweden and the fundamen-
tal sense that education resides at the base of
the modern welfare state, a ‘social democratic’
state. The attacks of the new right to this state
imply attacks on education and educational re-
search. In relation to the latter, it depends on
the current public policies and it is easily re-
duced to the application of ideas from politics
or from other disciplines (specific didactics,
educational sociology, educational psychol-
ogy, among others). This is not the education
we want. It’s time to fight for education!

This dossier that we present today is coor-
dinated by PhDs. Luis Porta (UNMDP-CONI-
CET-GIEEC) and Silvia Grinberg (CONICET
- UNSAM- CEDES]I). They analyze polyphon-

ic manifestations of pedagogy from the eleven
resistance exercises in favor of education that
are published. A singular effort, that involves
an ethical and political intentionality to inhab-
it, —from that place- a world that commits us
for a better, freer and more respectful life.

It is a special volume, as it is organized in
a dossier focused on the reflections generated
from the Manifesto, it is also particular be-
cause all the articles and reviews are published
in Spanish and in English and it has a greater
amount of collaborations in this topic (Euro-
pean, Latin American and Argentinian).

As Gert Biesta and Carl Anders Sifstrom
say, in the Manifesto there is no invitation to
join to something but to begin to speak in
the name of education, to multiply and not to
copy. A territory to gather forces, to venture
thinking, to revisit the school, the common,
the research and —from that place- to resist by
rethinking the different senses of education.
